54 individuals arrested in action against 
labour exploitation 

404 potential victims and 93 perpetrators identified during EMPACT Joint Action 
Days conducted by 32 countries across Europe 

Over the last weeks, law enforcement, border guards and labour and tax authorities across Europe 
joined forces to identify and tackle labour exploitation. This recent edition of the EMPACT Joint 
Action Days targeted trafficking in human beings for labour exploitation purposes, with a special 
emphasis on the agricultural sector, gastronomy, and temporary work agencies. In particular, the 
involved authorities also took measures against the exploitation of non-EU nationals and refugees. 
Led by France and the Netherlands, and carried out by authorities from 32 countries with support 
from Europol and the European Labour Authority (ELA), the action days resulted in the arrest of 54 
individuals and identification of 404 potential victims of human trafficking.

tratta di esseri umani a fini di sfruttamento lavorativo, con particolare attenzione ai settori agricolo, 
della ristorazione e delle agenzie di lavoro temporaneo. 

In particolare, le autorità coinvolte hanno adottato misure contro lo sfruttamento di cittadini non 
appartenenti all’UE e di rifugiati. Guidate dalla Francia e dai Paesi Bassi, e realizzate dalle autorità 
di 32 paesi con il supporto di Europol e dell’Autorità Europea del Lavoro (ELA), le giornate 
d’azione hanno portato all’arresto di 54 persone e all’identificazione di 404 potenziali vittime di 
tratta di esseri umani.

Seven men charged in Bristol child sexual 
exploitation investigation 

 
Men appear in court accused of more than 40 offences against teenage girls between 2022 and 
2025 
 
Seven men have been charged with alleged offences against 11 teenage girls as part of an 
investigation into what police have called “group-based child sexual exploitation” in Bristol. 

The men are accused of more than 40 offences between 2022 and this year. The investigation began 
in November 2023 after concerns were raised about the sexual exploitation of a teenage girl. 

They appeared before Judge Matthews at Bristol magistrates court on Wednesday. None of the 
seven entered pleas or made applications for bail. They were remanded into custody before an 
appearance at Bristol crown court on 17 December. 

The girls were in their mid- to late teens at the time of the alleged offences.

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Gli uomini sono accusati di oltre 40 reati tra il 2022 e quest'anno. L'indagine è iniziata nel 

novembre 2023, dopo che sono state sollevate preoccupazioni in merito allo sfruttamento sessuale 

di un'adolescente. 

Mercoledì sono comparsi davanti al giudice Matthews presso la Magistrates Court di Bristol. 

Nessuno dei sette si è dichiarato colpevole né ha presentato richiesta di libertà su cauzione. Sono 

stati rinviati in custodia cautelare in attesa della comparizione presso la Crown Court di Bristol il 17 

dicembre. 

Le ragazze erano tra la metà e la fine dell'adolescenza al momento dei presunti reati.

Anti-trafficking campaigner welcomes UK ban 
on strangulation in pornography 

 
Samantha Browne says ban will help stop young people thinking violent practice is normal or 
safe 
 
An anti-trafficking campaigner has welcomed the ban on pornography featuring strangulation, 
known as “choking”, saying it will help stop young people thinking it is a normal and safe practice. 

Samantha Browne, who suffered exploitation as a teenager in the adult industry, said the ban would 
help prevent children mimicking violent sex they have seen onscreen, and she hoped it would open 
the door to ending other forms of abusive pornography. 

The amendment to the crime and policing bill will make it a criminal offence to possess or publish 
porn featuring strangulation or suffocation. Platforms will have to take action to ensure it is not 
available to people in the UK. 

While critics said it would be difficult to police given that most porn consumed in the UK is 
produced overseas, Browne, a former adult performer who now delivers workshops in schools 
about consent and exploitation, said it would help children understand they did not need to carry out 
or tolerate abusive sex acts.

Samantha Browne, che da adolescente ha subito sfruttamento nell'industria per adulti, ha affermato 
che il divieto contribuirebbe a impedire ai bambini di imitare il sesso violento visto sullo schermo, e 
spera che apra la porta alla fine di altre forme di pornografia abusiva. 

L'emendamento al disegno di legge sulla criminalità e la polizia renderà reato il possesso o la 
pubblicazione di materiale pornografico che includa strangolamento o soffocamento. Le piattaforme 
dovranno intervenire per garantire che non sia disponibile per le persone nel Regno Unito. 

Mentre i critici hanno affermato che sarebbe difficile da controllare, dato che la maggior parte del 
porno consumato nel Regno Unito è prodotto all'estero, Browne, un'ex attrice di film per adulti che 
ora tiene workshop nelle scuole sul consenso e lo sfruttamento, ha affermato che aiuterebbe i 
bambini a capire che non è necessario compiere o tollerare atti sessuali abusivi.
